NAPLAN Results

There has been a delay in the release of NAPLAN results for Years 3 and 5 students, with much
discussion in the media about the paper test versus the online testing. Our students participated
in the paper test this year but we are moving towards the online version in 2019. Mrs Hearn and
Mrs Klazema have been busy this week trialling the process by completing the NAPLAN online
readiness test with Years 3 & 5. This checks our school’s technology capacity to move to
computer testing and no student results are generated for this purpose.
